CLINICIANS
Carol Dallinger  is Professor of Music at the University of Evansville where she has been a member of the faculty since 1972. She is instructor of violin and viola, Suzuki pedagogy, chamber music, music theory and is founder of the University of Evansville Suzuki Violin Program. In 1995, Ms. Dallinger received the Outstanding Teacher Award at the University of Evansville. In August 2006, she received the Suzuki Chair Award from American Suzuki Institute at the University of Wisconsin Stevens Point and in August, 2008 she was awarded the Oramay Cluthe Eades Distinguished Professorship in Music by the University of Evansville. Ms. Dallinger has lectured at both state and national music conferences and, as a Registered Teacher Trainer with the Suzuki Association of the Americas, frequently serves as clinician for summer institutes throughout the United States. She has also taught in New Zealand and Australia. She is a former member of the National Board of Directors of the Suzuki Association of the Americas and is a past-President of the Indiana String Teachers’ Association. She holds a Bachelor of Music in Performance Degree from Illinois Wesleyan University and a Master of Music in Performance Degree from the University of Illinois-Champaign-Urbana.

Alana Dunst has been on the cello faculty for the String Academy of Wisocnsin since 2008.  Ms. Dust received the Premier Talent Scholarship to study with Elizabeth Simkin at Ithaca college for a B.M in Cello Performance. She also received a Full Fellowship to study with Anthony Elliott at the University of Michigan to earn her M.M in Cello Performance. While in Ann Arbor, she was faculty at the Plymouth Music School and the Novi Music Academy. Ms. Dust’s chamber music studies were with members and former members of Takacs, Cavani, Ying, Audubon, Concord, Pacifica and Ariadne String Quartets as well as Ani Kavafian, Jaime Laredo, Martin Katz and Anner Bylsma.

Randal Harrison, jazz violinist, performs, composes, records, cooks, fishes and builds stuff. He is also founder and director of the East Side Talent Education Association of Madison (ESTEAM). Randal grew up studying with Prof. Margery V. Aber, founder of the American Suzuki Institute (ASI). While attending the early years of ASI, Harrison had master classes with Dr. Shinichi Suzuki and studied with America’s pioneer Suzuki educators. As an adult he’s worked with iconic jazz and avant-garde bassist Richard Davis, jazz violinist Matt Glaser and SAA teacher trainers Pat D'Ercole and Michele Higa George. Harrison is a past president of the Suzuki Association of Wisconsin, an EMMY nominated composer and the Madison Area Music Awards‘ Blues, Classical and Jazz Artist of the Year.  Question: Randal’s favorite violinist? Scott Sleider, luthier, started his training in violin building and repair at the age of 13.  Before graduation from high school, he worked with the John Beck firm in Milwaukee, which was established from an 1890 Markneukirchen, German company.  Scott went on to Chicago to work with Franz Kinberg, a master violin maker.  Scott Slieder now has his own shop in the Milwaukee area, which is frequented by symphony musicians from Minneapolis, Chicago and Milwaukee.  Scott now works primarily as a violin maker, receiving orders for his new violins from all over the U.S., and is a dealer of the fine advanced student to professional instruments.  Scott is a member of the Violin Society of America and Wisconsin’s only member of the American Federation of Violin and Bow Makers.

Janelle Severson violinist, grew up in Stevens Point, WI as a Suzuki kid who began studying violin in 1980 at the Aber Suzuki Center.   She has a Bachelor’s Degree in Music Education from the University of Minnesota and a Master’s Degree in Music Education from UW-Stevens Point with an emphasis on Suzuki Pedagogy and long-term training from Patricia D’Ercole. She has been the director of Severson Suzuki Strings in Eau Claire, WI since 2002.  She performs and has been guest clinician throughout Wisconsin, Ohio, and Florida.  She has been on the faculty at the American Suzuki Institute since 2002.
